 Some of our guests already 
have their boating certificate from 
the state in which they live and 
these will work in Canada as well.

Fishing Licenses: 

 Last year when you applied 
for your Non Resident Canadian 
fishing licenses you should have 
received your Non Resident 
Outdoors card in the mail by now. 
The Outdoors Card is valid for 3 
years. This card will allow you to 
purchase fishing licenses this year  
at the shop or online in Ontario. It 
is not a valid fishing license with-
out the paper tag. 

Boaters Certificate 

 Also new for the 2010 up 
coming boating season is a 
Pleasure craft operator Card. 

 This is a Canadian Law 
which affects anyone who wishes 
to operate a boat in Canada. The 
Canadian government requires a 
boat operator’s certificate by all 
guests Canadian or US Citizen.  

 But the good news is that 
Dave & I will be able to give this 
to you at our dock. We will need 
to do a dock side check list before 
your departure in the morning. 
You then will be set to drive the 
boats at the outpost cabins. You 
will need to carry it with you in 
the boat at all times. This may 
take a few minutes longer in the 
mornings but should be much 

 You will not have to renew 
the Outdoors card for 3 years and 
you should have an expiry date on 
the front of the card. You can obtain 
your fishing license on line at
